ISLG HTML CODING MANUAL

The following is a manual for converting PDF documents into HTML coded documents that be uploaded to the ISLG database.

Only select specific class n standards (rules) should be used for coding HTML files from PDF to maintain consistency so that further operations can be performed by programmer.

INSTRUCTIONS OVERVIEW

The complete and formatted file saved in an .html format should contain the HTML Document coding specific to the PDF, and saved with the .html extension, 

A predefine standard of HTML is applied to each HTML file that is converted from PDF, which includes the following components:

Above tags must be closed respectively.

COMMON STRUCTURE

Every element in the HTML should contain the attribute name “data-key” and its value will start from 0 and increment it by 1.  This value should be unique for all the element. For example

3. Every main Container having class='html-container Art' must have Id 'IC030202_Title' where 'IC030202' is the UIN number assigned to the PDF File (e.g., IC-0302-02 - Marfin v. Cyprus - Award - C- TD).

First Page of the any PDF is a title page. In title page apply a <H1> tag to specific text based on the below condition.

The following is the logic to identify the appropriate text for the H1 elements in the title page.

1. If page 1 of the document contains a style of cause connector word (more below) and no other text appears on the same line, then the text contained 3 lines above and 3 lines below should be included in the H1 tag. cause connector words are “and”, “et”, “y”, “versus”, “contra”, “contre”, “c”, “vs”, “v”

2. If first page of the document does not contain the connector word as described above, then compare the terms in the file name with first page of the document. If there is a match for any of the terms in the file name, then include the 3 lines (with spaces and line breaks).

For example Pdf with name “Klockner v. Cameroon - Dissenting Opinion[French] -C.pdf
” and below is the screen shot of the first page. As the first line match with the terms of file name so first three line is considered as heading and wrapped into <h1>.

3. If first page of the document does not contain connector word or terms in the file name match with content of page 1 then any bold text should be wrapped in <h1>.

3. [bookmark: _Toc45709765]Table of contents:

'tocdiv' class is used to maintain table of contents (TOC) format throughout the HTML files, and IC030202_TOC' is used to uniquely identify TOC of the page.

Class toc1lvl is for first level of indentation. Similarly toc1lvl is for sub level indentation. So for sub indentation use toc1lvl, toc2lvl, toc3lvl... Infinite for sub level toc.

4. Paragraph text:

Below standard is used for paragraphs in the PDF document.

General format is required for all paragraphs. Class Para is general and paralvl1 is for first element of indentation. Similarly, paralvl2 is for sub level indentation. So, for sub indentation use paralvl1, paralvl2, paralvl3... for sub level paragraphs.

The automated conversion algorithm not used <p> element for paragraph, we have maintained paragraph using <div> element with proper CSS.

Example 1: subparagraphs

As per HTML code below, there is a bullet point “1.” (i.e., main bullet point) with an id determined by UIN_pa1. So, if there is a child “1.1” (i.e Main bullet point of child) then id is set as UIN_pa1.1, UIN_pa.1.2, UIN_pa1.3 as so forth for 1.2, 1.3, 1.3.1, 1.3.2, 1.3.3.

5. [bookmark: _Toc45709767]Paragraph Heading based on TOC rules:

As per Table of Content (TOC), there is Paragraph heading “B. HAS BAYINDIR MADE AN INVESTMENT?”
In this scenario, we then must wrap this heading in header tags (i.e., <h2>, <h3>, <h4>) based on the indentation and hierarchy of the heading in the TOC.

For Example:
“B. HAS BAYINDIR MADE AN INVESTMENT?” is in TOC and that is First Level Indentation so that’s why it is wrapped in <h2> tag as mentioned in code below. Now there is Second heading “(b) (Mem. J., p. 1 at (iv)” that is second level Indentation so that’s why it will be wrapped in <h3> tag as mentioned HTML code below. If suppose there is third level Indentation with paragraph heading, then it will wrap in <h4> tag and so on.

As per HTML code below, a partition may cause the paragraph numbering to restart, which may require assigning a unique id to the paragraph that includes the partition. We find bullet point “35.”, and partition, and then bullet point “1.”. As a result, the unique id will include UIN_PART_pa1(i.e. 'IC030202_PART II-CHAPTER D_pa35'), and each child of parent unique id will be UIN_PART_pa1.1(i.e. 'IC030202_PART II-CHAPTER D_pa1.1') and sub level of each child like UIN_PART_pa1.1.1(i.e. 'IC030202_PART II-CHAPTER D_pa1.1.1'), UIN_PART_pa1.1.2(i.e. 'IC030202_PART II-CHAPTER D_pa1.1.2').after new partition the unique id will be changed(i.e. 'IC030202_PART II-CHAPTER E_pa1') and so on.
