The following is an instruction of converting HTML from pdf that are uploaded within a Client database.

It is our recommendation to only select specific class n standards (rules) we are using for developing html files from pdf. to maintain consistency so that further operations can be performed by programmer.

INSTRUCTIONS OVERVIEW


· The complete and formatted file saved in an .html format will then contain the HTML Document coding specific to the pdf, and is saved with the .html extension, 

· Following is a predefine standard of html that is applied to each HTML file which are converted from PDF, outlining the following components below:
