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Documents can be assigned to documents for the following tasks: edit, analyze, index, approve

We need to create more refined tasks based on the type of work performed:

- Edit

- Data capture analysis (Citators and Terms & Phrases)

- Subject Navigator analysis

- Index (I assume this refers to adding meta-data necessary to legal analytics?)
- Data capture review

- Subject navigator review

- Approve
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Once all editing tasks are complete then state changes to "Ready for Tagging".

"Ready for Analyzing"
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When there are open/incomplete tagging tasks then state changes to "tagging in progress”

It should be "Analyzing in Progress". Also, there
should be a way for an admin user to determine
whether data capture analysis or subject
navigator analysis is in progress. Therefore,
perhaps there should sequential state changes.
For example:

- DC Analysis in Progress

- SN Analysis in Progress

- DC and SN Analysis in Progress
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Once all tagging tasks are complete then state changes to "awaiting approval”

Similer to "in progress" state. There should be
sequential "awaiting approval". For example,

- DC awaiting approval

- SN awaiting approval

- DC analysis in progress/SN awaiting approval
- SN analysis in progress/DC awaiting approval
- DC and SN analysis awaiting approval
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Two users cannot have the dame document open at the same time

This may pose a problem because we will frequently
have legal analysts and editors performing work at
the same time.
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
