Document Flow - 07/26/19

Card Walk-through

· When an admin uploads a doc, it will be in conversion state. Because we aren’t sure how long it will take to convert, we want the user to be able to add info about document

Wireframe Walkthrough

· After document is uploaded, you will be taken to masterlist entry screen
· Admin can save document data as temporary version and then is saved permanently when document upload is complete
· If document fails to upload, data fields should be saved even when user is uploading new document
· If user cancels, they can choose to delete data fields
· Once conversion is completed, documents will switch states and be ‘ready for editing’. If user is viewing document, they will have to refresh to view document
· Document states - for admins with most permissions. They can follow documents throughout the entire process 
· Once successfully converted, admin will have task assignment link
· Assign Task:
· If no one is assigned, or admin wants to add assignment, admin can search for names and add a note (outlined in separate user story)


Discussion Points

· Fields in first screen
· Mel to add required fields
· UIN number is needed
· Mel will change flow to add some of those fields to previous screen before conversion starts so they can generate the UIN number
· Can add data to fields while it is in conversion state
· Only one document can be uploaded at a time
· Disable upload button until document has finished converting (to confirm with Morgan)
· Mel to edit flow based on this
· DevIT can indicate the conversion status in bar at top
· Missing state - ‘Ready for editing’
· Mel to add
· Admin users can access task assignment through master list entry or document state table
· Some admin permission levels missing details
· Mel to flesh out all Admin permission levels to allow documents to go through flow
· Action unclear for some document tables
· Mel to explicitly call out actions for each doc state detail
· Dispute Document for Master List form
· If we want to load all dispute details and have those details editable, performance may be poor
· May be better to have it load on separate page
